There are two prizes in this contest: $100,000 for the shelter that achieves the greatest increase in lives saved during that three-month period over last year, and $25,000 for the shelter that engages the largest number of community members in saving more lives. The Geauga Humane Society and Lake Humane Society team intends to win both, and they will be calling on the community to help.
“We are out to win this challenge! It is all about saving homeless animals by adopting them to new forever homes. Rescue Village is in this for the animals and people of Northeast Ohio,” said Hope Brustein, Executive Director of Rescue Village. “It takes a village to run a shelter. It takes a regional community to win this wonderful 100K Challenge,” Ms. Brustein added.
